Benjamin Grayson, both age 26 « 45 were listed. Sussansh was
probably the dau. of the cldar .Joseph-Graynon, as this was the
nene of one of hor soms, and the sister of the younger Joseph
and Benjanin Grayson, as the name Benjamin was also introduced
into the Daverny lamily. Robert Deveny appeara to have left
Rutherford Co., by 1310, but he was still 1living in N.C. in 1818
when hic son, Robort Black Deveny, Jr., was born. Robart Deveny
had the following children: Jane, me & Brackety Wwilliem; Jenkingsg
Josoph G., in Rutherford Co., in 1840; Benjamin, in Rutherford Co.,
in 1840 axd 1850; Asron Je.j Sarah, m. a Prust; Robert Black
mww.
