1. Do not know what railroad he was inspector on.

o, T do not have any data on Henrietta other than what
I have already told you.

3. You qguestioned the length of time involved between
Una Mae's and my birth. If you have checked out the dates you

will know that his first marriage was as a very young man. He

_and Mother were married around 1202(still have not checked out

exact date, and he wss 19 years older than she. I recall,and

may have told you this,that he had been golng with Mother's

boss,who owned or ran a hat shop. Dad& saw Mother and I expect

she did not keep her job too long after this.

4. Dad was manager of Burns Defiective Agency at one time
when I was very young so could have been in the years around 1918,
1920. He had flu durtng W.W.T and was very ill and some of my
earliest memories were of his being at home and not well., He was
never as active after this and where so many died in this epedemic
he was fortunate to have recovered,but it took its toll.

5. He was not in the military to the best of my knowledge.

6. He worked for his brother-in-law who was a carpenter,
and helé other miscelldneous jobs,but mainly it was with Burns.

7. We used to visit relatives in Sudbury,recall an Uncle
Will we gsed to call on, and the Fred Stones, also his cousin
Nellie Jones in Marlboro;also"was always very close to his sister,
Ella Mae,who at one time lived in Somerville,Mass,then moved to
Manchester,New Hampshire when BIvelymwas still in school.

8., I havg mentioned the Stones and Jones above,caﬁt seem
to recall any Smiths.

9. I will check out any letters I may have and sec if
there is anything you may widh to have.

10, Do not know of any old friend's of the family.

11. Dad was a Brotestant and a Masonj;we attended the
Universalist Church in Somerville,and later the Congfegational
Church in Hanover,Mass.

12. Dad did not strike it rich in Alaska. He did some
police work there and also mined for gold. I must check out as
I have their album of pictures taken there. He and Mother had
a wonderful life there and never tired of recalling events. They
didn't think they would ever get there. I have a copy of the
first letter Mother sent home and she tells about being stuck in

the ice for days---took them 40 days from Seattle to Nome.




13. I don't know about Dad'!'s education. He was very musical
and I canlemember his playing on a saw. Did you ever see this
done? He loved to sing and some of the happy memories of mine
inelude sitting on his lap evenings and we would singg together
--0ld Civil War somgs and things like that.

14. You did tell me I was eligible for D.A.R.--which remings
me,had a nice letter from Virginia Grayson and she has asked me
if I knew or could find out when Dad was married to Henrletta.
T wish I could tell her,but do not know--if there was a clue
about this I would try to find out. The fact that Una Iliae was
born in Greenfield,Mass.,might be significant. I sometimes go
to Greenfield with George whnen hie has a business trip there.
Maybe there is some plate there I could go into the past,and
find something. Have no way of knowing when he'll go again.

15. No, Mrs.Scott was a friend. Mother's name was Ellis.

16. Never heard about any Indians.

17. I will see if I can locate more letters for you. I have
told you ,liother did not save much of anythihg. Wohld have been
nice if she had,wouldn't it ?

No,I did not get the People's magazine story. It would
be of interest to me.

T shall look forward to hearing from you agaln soon.

It was very nice to meet you by phone thanks to
Cousin George Bailey giving you our phone number. It is a
bit unusual to think of having a half great nephew aged 49,
and I have just turned 52 as our great nephews and neices are
at the most in their teen--well when one considers that my
dad¢ married veyy young and then remarried much later I suppose
it is not so strange.

T have delayed writing to you since I did not seem to
have too much to send you but still hope_to do a bit more delving
and come mp with more information for you. Am in the midst of
preparing for our annual Church fair and that is keeping me un-
usually busy these days. After Dec.7 perhaps I can start work-
ing out some of the questions in earnest.

I do not have any doouments regarding the possibil-
ity that the Taskers might have had a Lord Tasker in their back-
ground. I only recall a discussinn of this. Meither do T know
vet when Aunt Emma died. I do remember my mothet saying she had
died of T.B. Nor do I know who Frank Tasker was. Aunt Ella
died in 1944 in Washington D.C. and was buried in Manchester,N.H.
Will check out exact date on this soon.

You did mention a photo of my parents in N.H. in
1920, T?hat would be Goffstown,N.H. Have not yet found exact



date of my parents marriage--would guspect it was 1900 or,
1901, Jan 18 in Newton,Mass. Mother was born in West Neé%ggjf)
Jan 27,1879 and died Dec.10,1971 in Weymouth,Mass of Uremia
and is buried in Hanover Center Cemetery,Hanover,Mass.

By this time you may have recei&ed the little pic-
ture of my d&ﬁgikEvelyn gave me this. It is quite a treasure
I think and I felt a little sad when I sent it off to you but
felt that it should be passed down in the family.

There i1s so much more to be said and I have not
really touched upon my own life but Please bear with me and
when I do not feel so pressed for time will write again and
hope to have more for your records.

We hope your son,Daniel, will contact us some-

time and perhaps we shall meet.
